This past year, Sarah spearheaded a team to create and launch 

www.C3Concerts.com- a website that includes all of C3’s Austin events as well as some 

great artist discovery elements.  

     Her favorite aspects about her job are the great camaraderie of the C3 family, and 

connecting fans to live music experiences they’ll be talking about long after the show is 

over. Sarah is always on the lookout for new and innovative ways to reach music fans in 

a way that’s relevant and engaging. 

     C3 creates, books, markets, and produces live experiences, concerts, events, and 

just about anything that makes people stand up and cheer. Among others, they produce 

the Austin City Limits Music Festival, Lollapalooza, and Wanderlust Festival, as well as 

more than 800 shows nationwide. In addition, they offer representation services and 

publicity to artist and entertainers. 

     Sarah is an Ohio native, who fell in love with Austin while attending UT…and decided 

to stay put. As her mother tells it, she ―lost her to the South!‖ Sarah continues to have a 

passion for (and quite a collection of) concert posters and loves going to see live music, 

and being active outdoors, whether that’s yard work or kickball games.
